Notice is hereby given that sealed competitive contracting proposals
will be received by the Secaucus Board of Education at the Board offices
located at 20 Centre Avenue Secaucus, New Jersey 07094 from interested
vendors for Interactive White Boards, licensed proprietary hardware,
software and related Materials and Services.

A copy of the request for proposals may be inspected and picked up at
the Board offices between the hours of 8:30 A.M. and 3:00 P.M., except
Saturdays, Sundays and holidays. Further information may be obtained by
calling Board Secretary/School Business Administrator at (201) 974-2003.

All vendors submitting proposals must use and complete all forms and
include all information required in the request for proposals. Proposals shall
be submitted, in triplicate, in a sealed envelope with “Interactive White
Boards proprietary hardware, software and related Materials and Services
marked on the front of the envelope.

Pursuant to P.L. 2004 c.57, all proposals must be accompanied by a New
Jersey Business Registration Certificate issued by the New Jersey Department
of Treasury, Division of Revenue. All vendors are required to comply with the
requirements of Public Law 1975, Chapter 127, “Law Against Discrimination”
and Affirmative Action, N.J.S.A. 10:5-31 et seq. and N.J.A.C. 17:27-1.1. et

seq.

Proposals must be submitted to the Secaucus Board of Education no
later than 3:00 p.m., on Wednesday, July 22, 2009. If sent by mail, the
proposals should be addressed to Business Administrator/Board Secretary
Secaucus Board of Education, 20 Centre Avenue Secaucus, New Jersey
07094. Every proposal must be accompanied by a certified check or a bid
bond in an amount not less than ten percent (10%) of the proposal or
$20,000.00, whichever is less.

All proposals will be opened and read to the public at that time by the
Board Secretary/School Business Administrator at the Board offices. All
proposals shall be evaluated by the Board Secretary/School Business
Administrator who shall prepare a report evaluating the proposals and
recommend an award. The report shall be made available in accordance
with N.J.S.A. 18A:18A-4.5. No proposal may be withdrawn for a period of
sixty (60) days from the opening of the proposals.

The Secaucus Board of Education reserves the right to reject any or all
proposals and waive any informality in the process if it is in the best interest
of the Board of Education. No proposal shall be deemed accepted until the
adoption of a formal resolution by the Secaucus Board of Education.
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Introduction and Background

A. The Secaucus Board of Education (hereinafter referred to as the
“Board”) is soliciting proposals from Vendors by way of competitive
contracting pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:18A-4.1 et seq. Specifically, the
Vendor selected as a result of this request for proposals will be expected
to furnish a proposal for the supply of, installation of, and training of
staff to use an interactive white board and integrated proprietary
software package and related input devices, content, and services for
staff and students. The Board also expects the proposal to integrate
well with existing and contemplated computerized systems. Only
proprietary hardware, software, content, and services designed
specifically for school districts, and with New Jersey school districts in
mind, can address these needs, as opposed to “off the shelf” offerings.

B. Purpose/Technical Specifications

Interactive WhiteBoard and Related Goods and Services

These specifications identify both the individual components required by the
District and the standard of integration the District is seeking in obtaining
interactive whiteboard (IWB) hardware and software and related services.
Proposals will be evaluated and scored on the basis of the following criteria
which will be accorded the relative weights indicated below.

Should there be a question as to whether or not a proposal meets the quality
and content requested, and for any other purpose in evaluation of proposals,
the District may request the vendor to provide a demonstration or
experimental use of the Interactive Whiteboard as part of the evaluation
process. The District may also rely upon previous experience with the
vendor's Interactive Whiteboard in evaluating the proposals. All
requirements and purchase factors are evaluated according to weightings
established in the sole judgment of the District and in accordance with law.
In evaluating the proposals, the District may assign all or partial points to
any category as the District deems appropriate on its own merits. If any part
of the technical specifications are held inapplicable or invalid, all other
provisions apply.

Preference will be given to vendors who can provide technical support, training
and operational enhancements that will assure the success of the project over
the entire term. Vendors should demonstrate their capabilities and
methodologies regarding installation, training, content services, and technical
support. Vendors should set forth a timetable for installation, integration into
the Board’s existing systems, and the training of staff, with a preference being
given to those vendors who can complete the process timely for the opening of
school in September, 2009.
